All open edges have an additional border of white glass pony beads in the one up/one down pattern. Cap lined with grape coloured glazed cotton. (Linings are unusual on caps such as these.) Both sections are decorated with the double curve motif in beadwork, using white glass beads on the lower section, and grey-white glass beads on the uppers. The motifs are elaborated in beads of other colours: white, ultramarine, pink, robins-egg-blue, turquoise, gold, crystal, gentian blue, powder blue, pea green, teal blue, pale pink, dark green, coral seed beads. There are also faceted brass beads and slightly larger crystal beads, indicating late nineteenth century date. The cap is in the shape of a square with a right-angled triangle on top."

Treatment date

Reason for treatment
Permanent Exhibition
Treatment proposal
Check and secure any splits in silk ribbon. Secure small patch from previous conservation.
Condition
Insect damage has resulted in several small holes in the wool ground fabric. These had been supported in a previous conservation treatment, by inserting small patches of appropriately coloured new wool in the damaged area and securing them with adhesive (unknown type, probably thermoplastic PVA). One of these previous repair patches was poorly adhered and loose. The silk braids had also been previously supported on adhesive-coated silk crepeline; this treatment had failed in some areas, in particular where edges of the silk crepeline were joined, appearing as splits in the support fabric. Overall the hood was dusty.
Treatment details
The hood was thoroughly vacuum-cleaned to remove dust. The loose wool patch was resecured by inserting a tiny piece of adhesive film (100% Vinamul 3252 (vinyl acetate,ethylene copolymer)) and heat-sealing in place. The lifting edges of the silk crepeline support on the silk ribbons were resecured using the heated spatula to reactivate the original adhesive - this appeared to hold the edges of the silk crepeline satisfactorily.
